Das Wort Prophezeiung (Prophetie) stammt
von dem griechischen Wort propheteía, was
"aussprechen", "aussagen" oder "für jeman-
den sprechen" bedeutet (phemi = ich spre-
che; pro = für, heraus, anstelle).
Im Allgemeinen wird eine Prophezeiung als
eine Aussage (Vorhersage) über die Zukunft
bezeichnet - vgl. auch die (wissenschaftli-
che) Prognose. Ursprünglich wurden
Prophezeiungen in einem religiösen Kontext
verstanden,  d. h. der Inhalt der Prophetie
wird als wiedergegebene Aussage (eines)
Gottes verstanden. Eine Prophezeiung muss
also nicht zwingend eine Aussage über die
Zukunft sein, sondern kann allgemein eine
göttlich inspirierte Aussage (Offenbarung)
sein. In nahezu allen Religionen gibt es
Prophezeiungen, meist von einem
Propheten im Auftrage des/eines Gottes aus-
gesprochen.  In der griechischen Mythologie
gab es verschiedene Orakelstätten (z.B.
Delphi), wo Vorhersagen der Zukunft
gesucht wurden.



Auch in der Bibel gibt es ("große" und
"kleine") Propheten, welche im Alten Testa-
ment Vorhersagen für die Zukunft gemacht
haben. Im Neuen Testament wurde die
"Apokalypse des Johannes" als prophe-
tisches Buch verstanden (vgl. z. B. den
Antichrist und den "Jüngsten Tag" (siehe
Eschatologie).
Im Islam gilt Mohammed als der letzte und
den Ausschlag gebende Prophet. Viele Ver-
künder wurden und werden als "Prophe-
ten" verehrt oder maßten sich diese Rolle
an.
Das wird sich auch nicht ändern - und die-
ser Satz ist nun eine sozialwissen-schaft-
liche Prognose. In der Soziologie gibt es
den einschlägigen Fachbegriff der "selbster-
füllenden Prophezeiung".

This article refers to the topic of prophecy
as the purported telling of future events
or supernatural revelations. For other
uses of the term, see prophecy
(disambiguation).

in a broad sense, is the
predic-tion of future events. The
etymology of the word is ultimately
Greek, from pro- "before" plus the root of
phanai "speak", i. e. "speaking before" or
"foretelling", but prophecy often implies
the involve-ment of supernatural
phenomena, whether it is communication
with a deity, the reading of magical signs,
or astrology. It is also used as a general
term for the revelation of divine will.

Throughout history, people have sought
knowledge of future events from special
individuals or groups who were thought
to have the gift of prophecy, such as
Oracles at Delphi in ancient Greece.
Cultures in which pro-phecy played an
important role include the American
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Indians, Mayans, Celts, Druids, Chinese,
Chaldeans, Assyrians, Egyptians, Hindus,
Hebrews, Tibetans, Greeks, and many in
the Christian tradition, among others.

in religion

In many religions, gods or other
supernatural agents are thought to
sometimes provide prophecies to certain
individuals, known as prophets. The Old
Testament of the Bible contains prophe-
cies from various Hebrew prophets who
foretold of their people's trials and tribu-
lations. The Book of Revelation in the
New Testament is accepted by many
Christians as a prophecy related by its
author, John the Evangelist, of the events
of the end times and Armageddon (the
"End of the World").

Christians have long held that Jesus
fulfilled many prophecies of the Old
Testament, thus proving he was the son
of God, or messiah. In the New
Testament, the stories of Jesus telling a

Samaritan woman about her life, or
telling the apostles the future, are
examples of prophecy in the Christian
tradition.

Muhammad, the prophet of Islam, said
he had a spiritual awakening in a cave
and from that point on spoke about
teachings that he said came from God
("Allah," in Arabic).

Prophecy always involves some kind of
communication with the future or with
different realms of existence, which are
usually not discernible by or in harmony
with empirical science. Therefore,
skeptics consider prophecy to be false.
Believers, however, claim that prophecy
is possible through supernatural means,
which bypass the natural laws. The
hypothetical power of prophecy has not
been scientifically tested and remains
unproven, but many people believe that
certain prophecies have been fulfilled,

especially if they are central to their
religion. Others consider that some
apparently fulfilled prophecies can be
explained as simple coincidences, or that
some prophecies were actually invented
after the fact to match the circumstances
of a past event (vaticinium ex eventu).
Many prophecies are also vague, allowing
them to be applied to many possible
future events. The cryptic prophecies of
Nostradamus are a prime example of this,
but Nostradamus's supporters argue that
detailed predictions would have earned
him a reputation for witchcraft.

In the Middle Ages, as the figure of the
Latin poet Virgil developed into a kind of
magus or wizard, manuscripts of his work
The Aeneid were used for divination, the
sortes virgilianae. A line would be selec-
ted at random and interpreted, very
much in the way Old Testament lines
